The UK's total installed wind capacity is approximately 30GW,around 15GW each from onshore and offshore
generation. In 2018,the wind industry turnover in the UK was approximately &#163;7.4 billion. In 2022,the
UK generated 80.3 terawatt hours(TWh) of electricity and heat through wind power.
